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Vocational Centre Project hits a Road-block

With great grief HCPPA Canada/USA is obliged to inform our members that the proposed Voca-
tional Training Centre project has hit a road block in the totally unexpected form of HCPPA Co-

lombo branch. The donor who was offering to fund the estimated Rs. 40 Million project has re-
tracted the offer for HCPPA.

When the idea was first brought to the table, all HCPPA associations were asked to conduct a
meeting to review the project and give their opinion. All branches unanimously agreed upon the
project at that time. A separate steering committee headed by former HCPPA trust Chairman
Mr. Shanmuganathan took charge of implementing the Vocation Centre project. Mr. Shan-
muganathan had not only put up a blue print for the first stage of the building, but also con-
tacted Malaysian Technical Institute for collaboration, had series of meetings with Government
officials, NGO’s and key officials of the global branches on the basis that the enthusiasm shown
in purchasing the land will prevail . In recognizing the enthusiasm shown by the project coordi-
nator, Canada/USA branch negotiated with a California based NGO for nearly Rupees 40 mil-
lion to build the 1st stage of the vocation centre and provide equipment for the initial courses.

Then, in a sudden turn of events HCPPA Colombo opposed the plan on the basis of ground real-
ity and feasibility. When the project idea was floated around, these “ground reality” and
“feasibility” issues never existed and off course, change is the only constant. Since we were not
able to come to an agreement, the donor decided to retract the offer to fund our project. We can
only hope that the donor will reconsider the decision if things go well on our side.

Loosing a donation of Rs.40 Million is not an easy pill to swallow. The credibility of HCPPA as-
sociations in negotiating such big amounts has taken a serious beating. The monetary loss is
nothing compared to the damage of our credibility. Though, as proud Hartleyites, each and
every member of HCPPA Canada/USA has vowed to repair the damages and serve our school
and community with enthusiasm never seen before.

HCPPA Canada/USA sincerely appeals to every Hartleyite out there to set aside petty differ-
ences , join hands together and work towards the betterment of our school and community.
Hartley forever that’s our cry, our motto never let it die.
